Artists’ bios

Tenor, Alex Gmeinder, is known for his interpretations of concert and oratorio works including
Bach: Magnificat, Handel: Messiah, Mendelssohn: Elijah and Magnificat, Mozart: Requiem and
Regina Coeli, R.V. Williams: Serenade to Music and Hodie, Puccini: Messa di Gloria,
Beethoven: Choral Fantasia in C, Schubert: Mass in E flat Major, and various selections by
Bernstein and Haydn. In the summer of 2017, Mr. Gmeinder had the honor of working with
International pop star Rufus Wainwright on his opera, Hadrian. On the opera stage, Mr.
Gmeinder has performed Candide (Candide), Arturo (Lucia di Lammermoor), Don Curzio (Le
Nozze di Figaro), Andrés/Cochenille/Pitichinaccio (Les Contes d’Hoffinann), Edoardo Milfort
(La Cambiale di Matrimonio), Don Ottavio (Don Giovanni), Giasone (Medea), Fritz Kobus

(L’ amico Fritz), King Ouf the 1st (L Etoile), Eisentstein (Die Fledermaus), Vasek (The Bartered
Bride), and Reverend Parris (The Crucible). Mr. Gmeinder currently serves as the President of
the Board of Directors for Janesville Choral Union.

Marked as a “talent to watch” (John Von Rhein, Chicago Tribune), Baritone Evan Bravos has
received critical acclaim for his “lovely lyric baritone” (Opera News). In the 2025-26 season,
Bravos sings a solo recital Beyond Byzantium: It’s All Greek to Me! at the National Hellenic
Museum for its inaugural concert series. The museum, a pillar of Chicago’s Greektown,
promotes the rich cultural traditions of ancient and modern Greece, highlighting the Greek-

American experience. Bravos is welcomed back to perform on Art Song Chicago’s 15" annual
Collaborative Works Festival in Ganz Hall alongside Grammy Award winning tenor, Nicholas
Phan, soprano Vanessa Bacerra, tenor Eric Ferring, pianist Lisa Kaplan and percussionist
Matthew Duvall (Eighth Blackbird). He performs works by Copland, Gurney and Geter. On the
opera stage, he reprises the role of Hannah Before in Kaminsky: 4s One with Union Avenue
Opera in St. Louis and debuts with Haymarket Opera in Peri: Furidice. In the winter months,
Bravos reprises a staple of the repertory, Schubert: Der Winterreise. In March, he joins
Chicago’s oldest musical organization, The Apollo Chorus (founded in 1872) for performances
of Jesus in Bach: St. Matthew Passion, and in May, returns to one of his dearest operatic “home”
companies, Opera Santa Barabra, where he performs the title role in Aldridge: Elmer Gantry.

Nikolaos Laaris studied piano at the Royal College of Music, and holds a Doctorate of the
Manbhattan School of Music, where he served as a professor. Singled out by Stephen Pettit of the
Times as “a fine artist, incapable of making an ugly sound”, he has performed in London: South
Bank Centre, Munich: Gértnerplatz Theater, and NYC: Carnegie Hall. Being an ardent lover of
all forms of art, he has worked with the Munich Ballet Theater in Bach’s Goldberg Variationen
(choreographer: Philip Taylor), animator George Cherouvim in Shards: Philip Glass Etudes for
Piano, Book I (NOSTOS Festival), late photographer Yiannis Behrakis in Haydn’s Seven Last
Words, and in the theatrical play 33 Variations of Moises Kaufman based on Beethoven’s
“Diabelli Variations” (Athens Concert Hall). He recently presented and recorded the new piano
cycle 20 Gratitudes of the twice GRAMMY -nominated composer George Tsontakis, sponsored
by the Karelia Foundation. Laaris received his conducting degree at the Conservatorium van
Amsterdam, and has conducted Glass’ opera: /n the Penal Colony (Onassis Cultural Center),
Tsontakis’ The Air of Greece (Greek National Opera) and musical: Bernstein’s West Side Story,
Porter’s Kiss me Kate, Andrew Lloyd-Webber’s Phantom of the Opera, and Sodheim’s Sweeney
Todd.
